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Encyklopédie maliarstva charakterizuju akvarel ako vyhradne
transparentnu malbu vodovymi farbami na papieri ¢i kartone.
Charakteristicka je priezra¢nost a presvitanie podkladu, ktory
zastupuje v nedotknutom stave bielu farbu. Metodicky sa
v malbe spravidla postupuje od svetlych ténov k tmavym
a po zaschnuti si dodato¢né korektury takmer nemozné.
Technika akvarelu ma bohatu histériu, nachddzame ju uz
v egyptskych knihdch mrftvych, na cinskych zvitkovych
obrazoch, v ranokrestanskych katakombovych malbach, v
stredovekej kniznej malbe, v lavirovanych kresbach a skiciach
k obrazom v renesancii a v baroku. Svojbytnym druhom
malby sa stal akvarel v neskorom 18. storo¢i najma v Anglicku.
Zdokonalend technika sa rychlo S$irila vo francizskom
a nemeckom romantizme a v celom 19. storo¢i sa tesil akvarel
mimoriadnej oblube. Jeho odkaz rozvijala aj moderna 20.
storocia, expresionisti i abstrakcionisti. Z dejin akvarelu
Ziaria pre nds mnohé priklady, pripomenme si aspon krajiny
Albrechta Diirera, vrcholné diela akvarelovej malby vietkych
¢ias WiliamaTurnera, jeho obrazy Zivlov - zeme, vody, vzduchu,
ohna a napokon prvy ,Abstraktny akvarel” z roku 1910 Vasilija
Kandinského.

Dnes akvarelovd malba predstavuje Siroké technické
a technologické moznosti a invencné postupy. Tie umozriuju
rozvinut bohaté vyrazové rozpdtie, ktoré nesie a reprezentuje
rozlicnost nazorov, obsahov, tém a vyznamov. Motivicky,
tematickud a Zanrovu vyrazovu pestrost sicasnych vytvarnych
koncepcii mapuje Triendle akvarelu v Novohradskom muzeu
a galérii v Lucenci od roku 1983 nepretrzite uz 36 rokov. Utvara
tak Siroku bazu vzdjomnej komparacie medzi zicastnenymi
autormi, ktora je takd potrebnd pre tvorivé myslenie kazdého
maliara.

Encyclopedias describe aquarelle as painting with transparent
watercolors on paper or cardboard featuring the transparency
and visibility of the base, which represents white in an
untouched state. It terms of methodology, since the painting
usually proceeds from light to dark tones, any additional
corrections are almost impossible after the watercolors dry.
Aquarelle has arich history. It was used in the Egyptian Books
of the Dead, Chinese scroll paintings, Early-Christian catacomb
murals, medieval book painting, wash drawings and sketches
for Renaissance and Baroque paintings. Aquarelle became
an independent painting method in the late 18" century,
particularly in England, and improvements in the technique
quickly spread in France and German Romanticism. Aquarelle
was very extremely popular throughout the 19" century.
Its legacy was also developed by 20" century Modernist,
Expressionist and Abstractionist artists. Some of the greatest
examples of aquarelle include the landscapes of Albrecht
Direr, William Turner’'s greatest aquarelles, his paintings
of the elements - earth, water, air and fire, and the first
“Abstract Aquarelle” of 1910 by Wassily Kandinsky.

Today aquarelle offers broad technical and technological
possibilities and inventive methods and thus a rich range of
expression which carries and represents a diversity of opinions,
content, themes and meanings. The Novohrad Regional
Museum and Gallery in Lu¢enec has continuously mapped the
diversity of motifs, themes and genres of contemporary art
conceptssince 1983, thus, creatingabroad basisforcomparison
among participating artists, which is necessary for their
creative thinking. The 13t Triennial of Aquarelle featured the
participation of 43 artists - 16 from Slovakia, 19 from Hungary,
6 from the Czech Republic, 1 from Serbia and 1 from Ukraine.

In light of the quality of the exhibited artwork, the jury decided
to grant four awards:

1%t prize to Teodor Buzu from Czech Republic for Klidné
rano/Peaceful Morning and Vodopady/Waterfalls, in which
he showed a mature painting culture in presenting natural
motifs in a sign system with refined colorism and autonomous
abstract forms in an impressive visual composition.

2" prize to Stepanov Toll Eleonéra from Serbia for Motherhood
1,2,in which she showed her extraordinary ability to transform
the essence of organic, plant and biological forms into
an authentic original visual organism of abstract forms.

3 prize to Ondrej Petkovsky from Slovakia for Dievca/Girl,
Matka s dcérou / Mother and Daughter, Otec s dcérou / Father
and Daughter, in which he conveyed human kinship and
empathy with existential states and feelings of family while
expressing the deep psychological content of the theme
through expressive means in color and form interpretation
with an urgent diction.

4. The jury granted a special award to Varga Emese from
Hungary for Rufus and Embryo which demonstrated the
extraordinary painting refinement she used to interpret her
motifs in form and color and for the ingenuity and playfulness
she applied in her media adaptation of video.
